Student Succeeding

Succeeding Selection

Seven years ago, Gloria Valdivia, driving home after
one of her two jobs, drifted off the road. Her car was
overturned in a ditch and as a result, Gloria was paralyzed.
After being hospitalized she was told that she would never
walk again. One of three children, Diego, was distraught over
the situation and the .strain that it put on his family. To mask
his pain, he turned to a local gang, who made him feel of value.

Ed Conrado, retired Principal of Egling Middle School
remembers that there were gang issues involving Diego while
he was in the 7th and 8th grades. Diego remembers thinking that
he had no hope and his life path was set for him. As his mother
struggled in her recovery, Diego and his siblings developed a
unity of support for his mother, which proved essential in her
eventual recovery and return to walking.

It was during this timeframe that Diego entered Colusa High School, where he
struggled academically and socially; and he continued his association with the local gang. His
GPA the first semester of his freshman year was a 1.0. During the summer between his
sophomore and junior years, Diego reflected on the choices made in his life and decided to
change his path — he took charge of his own destiny. First, he removed himself from the gang,
a very difficult task, to say the least. Then he became involved with the school's soccer team.
During his junior year, Diego was recruited by the school Activity Director, Bobby Kirkman,
because, "Diego is a charismatic leader, who younger students look up to. They know the
obstacles he has overcome and respect him for his strength of character. His GPA is presently
a 3.0.

As a member of the Leadership Class at Colusa High School, Diego facilitates
student activities, is a leader on the soccer team and encourages students to stay away from
gangs. He is a positive role model for others and was elected Homecoming King this past
football season.




Colusa High School Counselor Lori Tanner says that Diego's change in direction,
coupled with the support of his family was a significant factor in this mother's recovery. She
also mentioned that it is important to remember that Diego made the choice to change and has
taken charge of, and responsibility for, his life's direction.
